DBQ reading/organizing period  2017 update
1. List all outside information that you would hope to include… you may be “inspired” as you read…

2. Read, underline, make notes in margins concerning what the document is saying, potential POV and what outside information you may connect to that doc.
3. Finally, organize/outline what you would hope to do with this essay.  Focus on document groupings and organization or “flow” of your essay using outside info as the “glue” or “connective tissue”…  
A. What is your thesis?  Can you see another perspective?  (X. However A, B, C, therefore Y.)
B. What context would you emphasize?  How does topic connect to the larger story?

C. Evidence: Use 6 docs and plenty of outside info as evidence to support your argument. 

D. Analysis - include POV, purpose, context or audience of at least 3 documents… why is this relevant to your argument?
E. Reasoning – Demonstrate complex understanding of the prompt (use evidence to agree/disagree or modify question) (See below)
4. Make sure you answer all parts of the question…!  Both your thesis and conclusion should somehow connect to the question.  Topic and transition sentences… Attempt to reconnect to the question as much as possible throughout your body.

A reminder of what AP means by Reasoning – how to demonstrate a “complex understanding…” 
Reasoning:

• Explaining nuance of an issue by analyzing multiple variables 

• Explaining both similarity and difference, or explaining both continuity and change, or explaining multiple causes, or explaining both cause and effect 

• Explaining relevant and insightful connections within and across periods 

• Confirming the validity of an argument by corroborating multiple perspectives across themes 

• Qualifying or modifying an argument by considering diverse or alternative views or evidence 
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
